Mary Lu Stewart of 29 Lighth Street noted (hat there are signs up at the Lighth Street property, Ts
this a construction wone? Altorney Cruz responded that no construction is going on as nothing has
been approved. There is remediation work going on.  The signs may be generic. A lormal
application would need to come before the Planning Board,  Aller approvals from the Planning
Board, construction permits would be 1ssued. :

Holly Low of 24 Eighth Street speaking as & member ol the public referring to outbuildings and
accessory buildings ask il the groundwater remediation involves a structure, would it apply to
those structures as well? She also asked what the status of the groundwater remediation is
currently? Her last question is about the remediation language. There has been great a great
public process with the T.SRP. The [olks who will live there 20 years down the line, (here will be
remediation controls, cte. What do we do to insure thal the public gets aceess to this information.
Is there a standard DEP requirement? It should go further and make sure the residents have the
best information about safety and the same level of trust as we have.

Keith Bobrowski of Seventh Street, noted that he is hearing that the site is cleaned up. We need
to make sure that the residents understand what they are getling into when the development
happens and assure that the Deed notice is communicated to them.

TTaving no other comments this cvening, the Mayor closed the public hearing on Ordinance #833
and will reopen the public hearing on June 53 at 7:30 pm.

ORDINANCES

Ordinance #830 — 2019 Cap Index Ordinance (Introduction)

Mayor Myhre asked Auditor Korecky lor an overview. Auditor Korecking noted that the Borough
has a spending limitation. ‘Therc is a tax levy cap and an appropriation cap. The cap is 2.5%. If
you want to bank some, you can go to 3.5%. This ordinance authorizing the cap increase and to
bank the additional for the next two years.

As to the Municipal Budget, the Borough lost substantial ratables with the fire and River Mills,
The tax levy rate went up at 3.5 cents. Ratables are (he tax base. It should be 1.2 cents. There is
nothing the Borough could do about the lost ratables.

‘The Mayor and Council thanked Auditor Koreeky for the overview.

Mayor Myhre asked for a vote on Ordinance #830. On motion by Tami Pelerson, seconded by Liz
Johnson and carried by favorable voll call vote, the Mayor and Common Council approved the
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adoption ol Ordinance #830 as follows:

ORDINANCE #830
CALENDAR YEAR 2019
ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION
LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK
(N.J.5.A. 40A: 4-45.14)

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A:4-45.1 et.seq., provides that in the
preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget up to
2.50% unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year's final
appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-4515a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by
ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of it actual final appropriation and
the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two
succeeding years; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough Council of the Borough of Frenchtown, in the County of Hunterdon,
finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2019 budget by up to 3.5% over the
previous year's final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of
the citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough Council hereby determines that a 3.5% increase in the budget for said
year, amounting to $15,385.59 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise
permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove
that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final
appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Frenchtown,
in the County of Hunterdon, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body
affirmatively concurring, that, in the CY 2019 budget year, the final appropriations of the
Borough of Frenchtown shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.5 A. 40A: 4-45 14, be
increased by 3.5%, amounting to $53,849.57 and that the CY 2019 municipal budgst for the
3.5% be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated
as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the
next two succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed with
the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a ceriified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the
recorded vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within & days after such adoption.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF FRENCHTOWN
ESTABLISHING AN ELECTRIC AGGREGATION PROGRAM

WHERIAS, the State of New Jersey has been engaged in a process to cstablish a
competitive market place through deregulation and restructuring the cleetric utility market: and

WHEREAS, the cstablishment of a government aggregator and an energy aggregation
propram to purchase electric generalion service pursuant to N.J.S.A. 48:3-93.1 et seq. and
N.LA.C. 14:4-6.1 ct seq. will increase competition for the provision of electric power to
residential and non-residential users, thereby increasing the likelihood ol lower electric rates for
these users wilthout causing any interruption in service; and

WIIEREAS, the Borough 1s inlerested in ensuring that a greater percentage of energy
provided by the Program comes lrom renewable encrgy sources, and will therefore include
provisions for the inclusion of renewable energy in the proposals for cnergy aggregation services;
and

WHEREAS, the purchase of renewable energy will reduce the dependence on lossil [uels
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and under the aggregation process the residential and non-residential ratepayers will likely

receive a direct reduction in their clectric bills; and

WHEREAS, the realization ol energy cost savings is in the interests of the health, salety

and wellare of the residents and non-residents of the Borough of Frenchtown ("Borough™); and

WIIEREAS, the Borough hercby finds that it is in the best interests of residential and

non-residential ratepayers [or the Borough to crcate the opportunity for them lo enter inlo an

aggregation agreement in order to seek substantial savings on clectric rates.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE I'T ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of Frenchtown in

the County of Hunterdon and the State of New Jersey, duly assembled in public scssion, as

follows:

I

The Borough publicly declares its intent to become an aggregator ol electric power on
behalf of its residential users of electricity pursuant to the Government Fnergy Act ol

2003, N.LS.A, 48:3-91.3 to -98, and implementing regulations.

. The Borough will utilize approved vendors, Commercial Utility Consultants, Inc. and its

subcontractor Concord Engincering Group dba Concord Energy Services pursnant to the
NI EPROCUREMENT Pilot program (P.L. 2001, ¢.30) under the NJ Department of
Community Affairs. The Reverse Lnergy auction will seek bids lrom licensed and
appropriate third parly suppliers. If such winning bid is selected and agreement executed,
individual residential consumers would retain the option not to participate and Lo choose
any alternatives they desire.

The Mayor and Municipal Clerk are hercby authorized and directed to execule any
documents necessary to carry out the purpose of the Ordinance.

All ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

If any portion of this ordinance shall be deemed invalid by any court of competent
jurisdiction, the remainder shall survive in [ull lorce and effect.

This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon adoption and publication in

accordance with law.

1977 APPROPRIATIONS “CAPS” CALCULATION

N.JLS.40A:4-45.1 et. seq. “The Local Government Cap Law™ places limits on municipal
expenditures. Commonly referred to as the “CAPS”, it is actually caleulated by a method
cstablished by the law.

Tn general (he actual caleulation works as follows. Starting with the ligure in the 2018 budget for
I'otal General Appropriations certain 2018 budget figures arc subtracted; including the reserve
lor uncollected taxes, debt service, State and Federal aid, ele. Take the resulting figure and
multiply it by 2.50% and this gives you the basic “CAP” or the amount of appropriations increase
allowed over the 2018 Total General Appropriations. The Total General Appropriations may
also be increased by 3.5%, if prior, to the introduction of the 2018 budgel an index rate ordinancc
is approved by the governing body.

In addilion Lo the increase allowed above, any increase funded by increase valuations from new
construction or improvements is also allowed.

Also, the *CAPS” may be exceeded if approved by relerendum. The actual “CAPS”™ for this
municipality will be reviewed and approved by the Division of Local Government Services in the
State Department of Community Alfiirs, bul the calculations upon which this budget was
prepared are as lollows:
